The Restrictive factors of India-US Strategic Relations from the Perspective of
Regional Security Hotspot

With the strategic rise of India and the US’s Indo-Pacific strategic orientation, the strategic cooperation
between India and the US has been heating up in recent years and is moving towards a standard strategic
partnership. However, India and the US are dominated by their respective national interests, and have
different strategic sensitivity and interest considerations for regional security. Strategic cooperation faces some
insurmountable obstacles. From the perspective of the recent situation, the major contradiction between India
and the US in the area of regional security is reflected in the US’s resumption of sanctions against Iran, India’s
order of Russian S—400 missiles, and the US’s strategy of dealing with the aftermath of Afghanistan. There are
two possibilities. One is India and the US should step up coordination, seek common ground while reserving
differences, and enhance strategic cooperation on the basis of mutual tolerance. Another is the difficulty in
resolving and even continuous escalation of conflicts between the two sides eventually damaged mutual trust

and eroded the interest in bilateral strategic cooperation.
